Svanen is being supported by the tug Sea Alfa, Multicat Marineco Hathi and
Multicat Forth Constructor .

Smaller vessels Arie Dirk and Cacheflow are involved in marine mammal and bird
observations.

There are frequent crew boat movements between the wind farm and Brightlingsea
by the Offshore Progress, Vanguard, Valkyrie, Windspeed 4, Callisto, Celtic
Voyager, Topline and Silver Moon.

The tug Eerland 26 and barge E3001 and tug Smit Barracuda with the barge
E3801 are supplying Svanen with the foundations.

The Haven Seaforth is at anchor in the river Colne, expected to be on site when the
weather permits. She is carrying out diving operations at installed foundations. She
is supported by the tug MTS Valour.

The array cable installation barge O.T. Installer is at anchor in river Colne mobilising.
She will be supported by the tug Baloe and the multicat Forth Jouster.

The Barge Pontra Maris and the Barge Eide 28 are laying the export cabl, starting
from the coastline and working towards the windfarm. Today they are in the Wallet
area just to the north of the windfarm site. The barge Eide 28 has an anchor pattern a
up to 800 m ahead and astern and up to 500m to the side. It is supported by three
tug/ anchor handling vessels — Nova K, Smit Bever and Smit Bison.

Vessels in the area are requested to pay particular attention to this cable laying
operation due to the anchor spread and anchor handling involved. A radio
navigational warning, WZ 1601 GA83, MA31 is in force for this operation.
