It is being supported by the tug Sea Alpha, Multicat Marineco Hathi and Multicat Forth
Constructor . Smaller vessels Arie Dirk, Cacheflow and Sophie Lea are involved in noise
monitoring, marine mammal and bird observations and there are frequent crew boat
movements between the wind farm and Brightlingsea via the Offshore Progress and
Vanguard.

Piling operations are expected to continue over the next 7 days.

The crane barge Anna 4 is expected on site 01-11-2008 to place a pedestal for the offshore
substation.

She will be towed by the tug Stadt Master and supported by the Pushycat Smit Bison .

The Pushycat Smit Barracuda and barge Molus are in the area supplying Svanen with piles
and may be joined by the Tug Westsund and barge E 3801 later.

The Haven Seaforth is mobilising for the moment and is expected on site during the next
week.
